Well some of the
content has improved and
some providers even offer
an Ordnance Survey map
option. The issue returns
to serving a mass market
with simple mapping and
how accurate do you really
need to be?

Well in very simplistic terms
portraying a “pin map” show-
ing the spread of objects
against basic maps, there is

You must remember to return your li-
cence to the Maplinfo Activation Server
when you need to move the software to
a new PC.

> Licensing > Transfer license to per-
form the de-activation process online
with the PBBI server.
